Ed Walsh welcomed the California State University San Bernardino student guests.

The next Leadership Advocacy Roundtable will host a presentation by PACE/ONLOC and SCAN on
April 3, 2008 at the Office on Aging beginning at 11:30 am.

The Office on Aging received notification from the CA Dept of Aging and the California Department
of Social Services on behalf of the California Health and Welfare Agency that both proposals were
awarded. The agency was required to choose only one grant and chose the more comprehensive grant
from the California Health and welfare Agency for $332,966 for the next three years.

California Dept of Aging (CDA) avoided a full across the board cut of 10% to services due to an
increase of federal funds in Senior Employment. These saving allowed CDA to back fill some
priority programs, including the Linkages program. CDA has decided not to participate in the senior
Farmers Market due to complexity of monitoring and administrative requirements. This cut will be
part of the 10% cut. Cuts in the nutrition programs are expected but the amount is not yet known.
There will be a Leadership Advocacy Roundtable on June 26, 208 on Diversity. Laura Trejo from LA
has been invited to speak. Diversity is a mandated part of the next Strategic Planning Process and all
Council members are encouraged to attend this Roundtable.
